CAMP STORE AND SOUVENIR SHOP

Forget something? We have toiletry items, camping
supplies, clothes, souvenirs, and a whole lot in between.

MOTORBIKES, BICYCLES, SKATEBOARDS,
QOLLEQS'KATES; ROLLERBLADES
Motorbikes and motorcycles are to be used as primary
transportation only and confined to roads. Bicycles,
rollerskates, or rollerblades are confined to roads only.
You must be at least 16, have a valid driver’s license and
insurance to drive motorized vehicles in or around

the campground. NO GOLF CARTS, ATVs, or MOTORIZED
SCOOTERS. No operation of bicycles after dark.

QUIET TIME

11 pm to 7 am is quiet time. Sounds carry farther at
night. Please be considerate of others. No radios, loud
singing, or hollering between these times. Children must
be at their campsite during these hours. Loud or abusive
behavior or language will not be tolerated. Music and
voices must be confined to your cabin, RV, or tent site at
all times. You must observe quiet hours. Mohican
Adventures is a family campground.

Help us keep this campground clean and beautiful.
Please place all trash, cigarette butts, and other
litter in trash bags and take it to the trash bins.

CAMPFIRES

If you have a campfire, please be sure the fire is
completely extinguished before you leave. Campfires
must be attended to at all times and in the existing fire
rings provided. Do not cut, deface, or destory any trees
or foliage. Fires within 100 ft. of cabins are prohibited.
Fires must be out by 12:30 am.
